Thank you very much for your many interesting abstracts and papers! We are very much
looking forward to this year’s special conference.

Attached to this second letter, you find the preliminary programme of this year’s Swabhili
Colloquium. The Swahili Colloquium will take place again in Iwalewahaus (located in
Wolfelstr. 2). The Colloquium will start on Friday 26" May, 8.30 a.m. The admission fee
will be 15 Euro (students: 10 Euro).

The day before the Colloquium starts, on Thursday 25" May, we will have a get-together in
the Indian restaurant ‘Ganesha’ (located in Alexanderstr. 7; http://www.ganesha-bayreuth.de/)
starting at 7 p.m. We would kindly ask for your understanding that we shall not be able to
take care of your bill on that day. Before, at 6 p.m. we are planning to have a reading with
William Mkufya and his German translator Barbara Schmid-Heidenhain at lwalewahaus
(which we will confirm soon).

There will be a number of events during the conference: On Friday in the evening, there will
be a lecture by Euphrase Kezilahabi with a live stream in the context of the BIGSAS Forum
for Thought. The Forum for Thought is a platform for intellectuals involved with Africa
addressing a wider public in Bayreuth and beyond created by our graduate school (BIGSAS).
After the Senegalese intellectual Boris Boubacar Diop, the Kenyan philosopher D. Masolo,
Euphrase Kezilabi will be the third guest speaker. On Saturday, a related lecture by Reginald
Oduor and a roundtable will take place, which will involve doctoral students from BIGSAS as
well as our guests from Tanzania. They will jointly reflect on the interrelationship between
language and knowledge production. In the evening, we will celebrate the 30" anniversary of
the Swahili Colloquium involving a number of contributions including a performance by
Nash MC from Dar es Salaam and poetry by Iddi Mwimbe, who won the Ebrahim Hussein
prize last year.

During the Swahili Colloquium, we will pay tribute to two excellent scholars and
intellectuals, who have contributed much to Swabhili scholarship and passed away recently,
namely, Ahmed S. Nabahany and Alain Ricard. A panel “Orality and writing in classical and
free verse Swahli poetry” has been suggested by Roberto Gaudioso and the panel “Literary



translations and conversation” has been planned and coordinated by Serena Talento and Uta
Reuster-Jahn. We will provide you with more details also about events, as for instance also
further film screening at the beginning of the conference.
